NAVAJO MISSION TRIP UPDATE 
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MAKING A GOOD CHURCH BETTER: Luke 8 
 
The Luke 8 Team, formerly known as the Making A Good Church Better—Next Steps Team, has committed 

to meeting monthly over the next two years to “keep the fire burning” under our new vision and strategy 

plan (a copy of which was included in your July 2 Gleanings edition.) The purpose of our group is:  

 

¶ to keep the vision and our strategy in front of the congregation;  

¶ to explore and review possibilities for building on and implementing strategic ideas;  
¶ to work with the various committees and councils in the church to appropriately place the strategic items 

for implementation (these are listed under the Sowing More Seeds section of the Next Steps document;)  

¶ and to prayerfully evaluate as we go along, holding each other accountable…with love. 

 

Following is a report from our July and August meetings: 

 
Plans are underway for our second church-wide retreat to be held in the spring of 2014. Dates will be 

announced as soon as they are confirmed. 

 
A second Healthy Congregations seminar is being scheduled for the congregation to continue training to 

build on our strengths and mission by focusing on our vision; making relevant, well-informed and 

communicated decisions; and developing and keeping an open process for dealing with differences, 

disagreements, and change in a loving, healthy, and productive way. Date is not yet confirmed. 
 

A new invitational Web site design is near completion, as well as the addition of Facebook and Twitter 

accounts. An initial objective is for the Navajo Mission Team—in early September—to post their daily 

activities for all to see, pray for, and know about this exciting mission adventure from Andrew Price. 

Facebook and Twitter bring us into 21st century communication methods to reach a more digitally-

focused population. 

 
Internet access has been made available to the back hall of the education wing; and one of the adult Sun-

day School classrooms has been upgraded with a new whiteboard and a smart TV with internet ac-

cess and a Blue-Ray/DVD player. This provides a media-equipped meeting room and classroom that 

acknowledges the growing numbers in our community (based on our study) that have a digitally-

focused lifestyle and expect as much from their organizations and relationships.

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To whom do we belong? 
 
Confession: I wish we celebrated the Eucharist every Sunday. Why? Because I believe that it, like no 
other act of faith, sums up why those of us who are òcradle Christiansó continue to follow Christ and 
why those who came to the faith later in life chose to do so when so many other options abound. In a 
world where exclusion seems to be part of every institution, we can feel secure in the knowledge that the 
Lordõs Table is still our homeñwhen we struggle to understand to what earthly families we belong, we 
can always rest in the blessed assurance that we are never without a family. One of my favorite people is 
Mother Teresa, who said, òif we have no peace, it is because we have forgotten that we belong to each 
other,ó and that weõre all Jesus òin disguise.ó  
 
Last week, my sister and I marked a grim anniversaryñthe 11th year without our mother and four 
months without our dad. In so many ways, I feel very oldñlike Iõve already lived a very distinct former 
lifetimeñone in which I had my parentsñand have embarked on a new one now, alone.  It has made 
me think very deliberately about how we will redefine our family now that ours has been so irrevocably 
changed. Who will we include? Will we remove the leaf from our table which was once needed to ac-
commodate our ònuclear familyó or will we add more leaves and invite more in? We recently had our 
neighbor over for dinner. Sheõs elderly and has no family. She also has cancer. She said she had òno 
one.ó This simply isnõt true. We all belong to each other and if weõll open ourselves up to the unex-
pected, none of us will ever be alone.  
 
My high school classmates have a group on Facebook. Recently, we began discussing bullying and 
whether or not it was a problem when we were in school. Someone posted a picture of one of our own. 
The image was the 16-year-old angel-faced young man Iõd known since we played Smurfs together on 
our kindergarten playground. He was a gifted artist with an incredibly sharp mind. He was shy, but fun-
ny. He was active in his churchõs youth group and wore his faith on his sleeve. He was on his way to 
Eagle Scout and he was gay. He was somebodyõs only child. In the spring of our junior year, he shot 
himself in his parentsõ backyard after he began being harassed at school. We later learned that the day 
before, he was asked to leave his youth group for fear heõd be a negative influence on the rest of the 
kids. Fast-forward nearly two decades. On that Facebook page, many of us reminisced about him, shar-
ing our memories and speculations about what he mightõve been had he had reached manhood. The ele-
phant in the òroomó was òwhy didnõt any of us stand up for him? Why did we let him be alone?ó Of 
course, we do things in high school that we outgrow when we get older. The problem is that many of 
the same behaviors we exhibit in our youth carry over into our adulthood. We reject the unknown. We 
fail to stand up for people for fear weõll be rejected, too. We avoid being surprised. We castoff those we 
think are different than us, deliberately failing to try to really see that personñdeliberately failing to re-
member that we all belong to each other. Why do we ask good people to be who we want them to be 
rather than who they are?  
 
If Iõve learned any lessons from reflecting on my parentsõ deaths and, recently on my old friend, itõs that 
we cannot let othersõ opinions dictate who God made us to be; it will steal our lives from under us. Our 
lives are all tender and preciousñweõre made in His image and are walking this Earth as Jesusõ in dis-
guise. We all have something unique and special to offer the worldñour own versions of His Hands 
and Feet. Let yourself be surprised. Put another leaf in your table and let others come to it; add a leaf to 
your personal table and write your own life story. Then, when we all come together at the Lordõs Table, 
weõll have a better sense that we not only belong to Him, but we belong to our brothers and sisters as 
well. Not as individuals, but as the whole Body, the whole Church.                                      T.Dale
